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Dear friends and supporters of our school,

In the early days, | met with the parents of our very first students on park benches and in
cafés. | shared with them my vision of a modern school. At the time, | had nothing to show—
no open house days, no classrooms, no photos, no portfolios, no results of any kind. And yet,
in 2005, we opened our first two classes of the eight-year grommar school with 47 students.
In the beginning, we were integrated directly into Kuncova Primary School. It wasn't until
three years later that we acquired our own separate building on the premises.

The school's growth was gradual, but it was built on strong foundations. From the very start,
we shaped the school around trust, respect, openness, and professionalism. Even twenty
years ago, our school curriculum already included critical thinking, project-based learning,
and personal development—and we trained others in these methods.

A key part of the school's development has always been listening—truly listening—to our
students and their parents. We met often and shaped the school's direction together.
Feedback from parents was sometimes uncompromising, but for me, as the school director
and founder, it was essential.

The early days were far from easy—only a handful of parents came to our first open house
events. Today, we welcome hundreds of prospective families. Over the past twenty years,
we've seized the opportunities that came our way and grown from a small eight-year
program into a full-fledged grammar school offering all study tracks. Today, we have nearly
500 students and around 70 staff members. Even after two decades, our school continues to
thrive on trust, mutual respect, and professionalism. Expectations for both students and
staff remain high.

As the school grew, |
grew with it. From deputy director of the School of International and Public Relations Prague,
| became its head and managing director. This experience eventually led me into local and
later national politics. Today, | reflect on education not only as a school leader, but also as a
Member of Parlioment.

| feel proud when | see our graduates—brilliont, well-rounded young people with a broad
perspective, thoughtful worldview, articulate expression, and a strong appreciation for
education. | am proud of our school and look back with deep respect on all former students,
their families, our teachers, and staff.

After twenty years, the school is already a mature institution, and | am glad that we are still
managing to increase the attractiveness of our educational process and the composition of our
energetic teaching staff. One of the advantages of our school is the low average age of our
teachers, which has long been around 36 years, which is well below the national average. It is the
teachers who transform the visions of our school into reality, and that is why we rely on them to
function as one team, as a family.

The main subject of our efforts, however, is the student himself, who olways represents an
attractive chollenge for us. We try to go through the educational process with each student so
that at the end of his journey ot GMVV he or she has the whole world open and can fulfil his or her
potential to the greatest possible extent. The individual approach that we pioneer at the school
requires a great deal of responsibility, since each student is different and requires personalised
approach and stimulus in order to grow and acquire new knowledge. Therefore, it is crucial for us
to work on both soft and hard skills so that the student grows comprehensively. To achieve this
goal, we cannot only look at education itself, but at the entire student life. We do not emphasize
only grades, but we try to make students' time at school as pleasant as possible and give them
the opportunity to enjoy the time spent at school, or combine it with extracurricular activities
such as sports or art.

Our school organizes o number of activities that support the overoll development of students.
These include skiing and boating courses, adoptation courses, exchange programs abroad and
public discussion forums, visits to essential institutions and other programs.

At GMVV we have long been committed to supporting student creativity
and initiative, which is also reflected in our media production. Since 2014,
the school magazine FRESH has been published—created out of the need
to share what's happening at the school not only with students, but also
with parents and the wider public. Over time, it has evolved into a digital,
interactive platform called REFRESH, available online. It features articles
about school events, interviews, profiles, and thematic series, allowing
readers to choose the content that interests them most. Since 2020, it has
been published every two months and has become an integral part of the
school’s identity.

In 2022, o student-led initiative at the upper levels of the high school gave
rise to a new student magazine - KlamOFFka. It is a magazine by students
for students, mainly created as part of the creative writing seminar, offering
a student perspective on school life. The editorial team includes students
from various year groups, with additional contributions from guest writers.
The final product is also shaped by student photography and original
illustrations. In addition to the printed version, the magazine has its own
Instagram account @klamoffka, which shares updates on events like school
celebrations, theme days, the prom, and Valentine’'s Day. The magazine
features a variety of sections, ranging from interviews and reports

to reviews, tips, and fun pieces like Guess the Teacher.

Together, REFRESH and KlamOFFka show two sides of our school:

the professional and representative on one hand, and the spontaneous
and student-led on the other. Together, they create a rich and colorful
portrait of life at our high school—and prove that our students don't just
study; they create, contribute, and shape our community.

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Mox&Franz is a nationwide literary competition open to students from all grade levels of high
school. Its aim is to support young authors who are eager to write, play with language, and share
their stories with others. The competition was created as a project organized by our high school,
and its name refers to the friendship between Franz Kafka and Max Brod—a relationship built on
creative trust, mutual respect, and the shared joy of writing. The strength of this competition lies
in its community spirit, sharing, support, and constructive feedback.

The contest takes place in two rounds. In the first, participants submit a piece of writing based
on a set theme, which changes each year. From all entries, six finalists are selected by the
competition’s curator, writer and journalist Katefina Surmanové. In the second round, the finalists
receive a new assignment, created in collaboration with a professional jury. This jury includes
authors, editors, literary influencers, and critics—in short, key figures from the literary world. The
fourth jury member is the previous year's winner. The best pieces from both rounds are published
in a printed almanac and shared on the official website www.maxafranz.cz.

Max&Franz offers students the chance to write outside of school assignments, to create with
greater freedom, and to become part of a vibrant community of young authors. It's a competition
built on faith in talent and the courage to share something original with the world. To make it as
accessible as possible—because artistic confidence is fragile—the competition travels to a
different region of the Czech Republic each year, reaching out to those ready to grow through
their creativity.
